HKICA 2007-2008 Executive Report  
 
Since its establishment in 2006, HKICA has continued 
its strong growth in the year of 2007. As at 14 March 
2008, the total number of membership is 233. Among 
them 142 are fellow members and 91 are members. 
There are 75 registered lead auditors in the areas of 
ISO 9001, ISO 14001, ISO 17025 and OHSAS 18001. 
There are 34 registered auditors in the areas of ISO 
9001, ISO 14001, ISO 17025, ISO 22000 and product 
certification. There are 91 certified managers in the 
areas of QMS, EMS and LabMS. There are 37 
certified internal auditors in the areas of QMS, EMS 
and LabMS. In collaboration with the Welding Group 
of the Hong Kong Institute of Steel Construction, 14 
welding inspectors and senior inspectors are 
registered. 
 
In the year of 2007, HKICA has organized and/or 
jointly organized a number of activities.

HKICA has launched the training course approval 
scheme in mid 2007. Several training courses had been 
approved. These included training courses for internal 
auditors and lead auditors in the areas of QMS, EMS 
and FSMS. 
 
HKICA had maintained a closer relationship with the 
local industry and overseas counterparts. HKICA had 
signed Memorandum of Understanding with 3 local 
industry bodies with a view to having a deeper 
collaboration in the delivery of the management 
systems. In Hong Kong, these three bodies are the 
Hong Kong Institute of Steel Construction, Hong 
Kong 5-S Association and Hong Kong Fire Protection 
Association. HKICA would also hold a meeting with 
China Certification & Accreditation Association 
(CCAA) on 18 March 2008 in Beijing to discuss the 
potential cooperation between the two bodies. CCAA 
is our counterpart in Mainland and is the designated 
national auditor registration body in China. 
 
The financial situation of HKICA was healthy over the 
year of 2007. A total income of $237,972 over the 
expenditure of $197,800 led to a surplus of $40,172 as 
at 31 December 2007. The detail of the financial report 
is reported in a separated report by our Treasurer Ir 
Victor Lo. 
 
Finally, I would also like to say a heartfelt “thank you” 
to all the Executive Board Members for their hard 
work and all HKICA members for their great support 
in the last year to make 2007 a very successful year for 
the HKICA.
